RANDOLPH COUNTY COMMISSION MINUTES
Tuesday, April 19, 2011
The Honcrable Commission convened at the Huntsville Courthouse with the following
present: Susan Carter, Presiding Commissioner, Wayne Wilcox, Eastern District Commissioner, Jerry Crutchfield, Western
District Commissioner, and Tara McPherson, Deputy Clerk.
9:00 a.m. Com. Carter called the meeting to order and moved approval of the agenda. Com. Crutchfield seconded and motion
passed (3-0).
9:30 a.m. Com. Carter contacted Road and Bridge Supervisor Mike Rogers about a phone call the Commissioners received
from Gail Davidson CR 2990. Mr. Rogers informed the Commission that he spoke with Mr. Davidson and issues were
resolved. Mr. Rogers also reported that he spoke with Mr. Buffon CR 2980 about a culvert issue.
Com. Carter called Rick Howard, Maintenance, who reported on a problem with the air conditioning in the Assessor’s office,
The problem will be addressed.
Commissioners received a call from Tina Wilhite, concerning replacement of dying locust trees on the courthouse square. She
was asked to bring a proposal to the Commission.
Road and Bridge Supervisor Mike Rogers arrived for maintenance updates and to deliver a check in the amount of $1,262.85
for sale of scrap metal. The check will be delivered to Treasurer Penny Henry. Also discussed were bids for a new service truck
— and the replacement of culverts at the Chapel Grove Cemetery near Clark.
Com Wilcox reported on an email response from Kent Bohon, MoDot. The Commission had requested MoDot provide a power
rotary sweeper to remove a fine gravel overlay on CR 2788.
10:30 a.m. Following final review of bids, Com. Wilcox made a motion to approve purchase of a 2011 Ford F-350 (1 ton)
chassis service truck at a bid of $29,963 from Moberly Motors. The other bids received were from Moberly Motor for a Dodge
Ram at $33,404 and from Thomas Motors Inc. at a price of $30,457 for a Chevrolet which were declined. Com. Crutchfield
seconded and metion passed (3-0).
County Clerk Will Ellis arrived and informed the Commission that work on the property of Diane David to repair electric lines
damaged by grader operations has been completed. Insurance will reimburse the county for costs, Installation of the new
county phone system has begun today. Completion is expected by May 8, 2011. Clerk Ellis alse reported minor problems
switching the long distance over from TouchTone to Chariten Valley at the Juvenile office, Prosecutor’s office and at the
Huntsville courthcuse. The switch will be completed this week.
Com. Crutchfield made a motion to approve jury scripts as presented. Com. Wilcox seconded, motion passed (3-0) and checks
were signed.
Juvenile Officer Chanda Bankhead appeared reporting on electronic problems with their 2003 Ford Taurus staff car. It is being
repaired. Discussion was held on purchase of a new car in the next fiscal year.
Com. Carter reported a call from Virginia Smith, CR 2780, who was concerned about very sloppy conditions and the need for
gravel. This will be reported to the Road and Bridge department.
Commissioners contacted Gail Davidson, CR 2990, to discuss issues he has with his road. Commissioners inquired if Mr.
Davidson was satisfied with the meeting he had with Road and Bridge Supervisor Mike Rogers. His reply was that they had a
good discussion and was satisfied. Com Wilcox told him that he would also look at the road.
Martha Creed arrived to deliver a cell phone charger that went with her old county cell phone.
12:00 p.m. Following review, Com, Wilcox moved approval of minutes with changes from April 7, 2011 and April 12, 2011.
Com. Crutchfield seconded and motion passed (3-0).
Com, Carter recessed the meeting for a news conference with Ben Herrold, Moberly Monitor Index.

Norman Seiders, CR 14465, arrived to discuss road conditions.
1:45 p.m. David Hamilton, Shafer, Kline, and Warren, Inc. arrived to deliver documents regarding a TEAP project request
which included a Memorandum of Understanding for an at-grade crossing on CR 2561.
Commissioners signed official minutes from March 29, 2011, March 31, 2011, April 5, 2011, April 7, 2011, and April 12,
2011.
Commissioners received a phone call from Laura Snelling, Chariton Valley, regarding the Commission’s request for
documnentation of the mandatory price change.
Com. Carter received a call from Mr. Walter Haley looking for Relay for Life pie-eating contest judges.
Commissioners received a letter addressed to all CDBG Grantees from Robin Fitzgerald, Mark Twain Regional Councils of
Governments, regarding fair housing. Along with the letter were two posters focusing on April as “Fair Housing Month” and
the availability of affordable housing. These are now being displayed in the courthouse.
Com. Carter spoke with a FEMA representative who informed the Commission that he would be in touch in the near future
concemning the application for reimbursement from the blizzard.
3:00 p.m. Commissioner received one application for the county’s On-site Sewage Advisory Board from Charlie Self. Com.
Crutchfield made a motion to appoint Mr. Self to the On-site Sewage Advisory Board, Com. Wilcox seconded and motion
assed (3-0).
5:30 p.fn. C)ommissioners reviewed the two applications for the Board of Equalization and contacted each applicant for an
interview. Com. Wilcox moved to appoint Ken Tebow to the Board of Equalization. Com. Crutchfield seconded and motion
passed (3-0). Com. Crutchfield moved to reappoint Vickie Shelden to the 2011 Board of Equalization. Com. Wilcox seconfied
and motion passed (3-0). All applicants for the Board of Equalization will be notified of the selections by County Clerk Will
Ellis.
