RANDOLPH COUNTY COMMISSION MINUTES
Tuesday, June 07, 2011

The Honorable Commission convened at the Huntsville Courthouse with the following

present: Wayne Wilcox, Eastern District Commissioner; Jerry Crutchfield, Western District
Commissioner acting as Presiding Commissioner in Commissioner Carter’s absence; and Tara
McPherson, Deputy Clerk.

9:15 a.m. Com. Crutchfield called the meeting to order and moved approval of the agenda. Com. Wilcox
seconded and motion passed (2-0).

County Clerk Will Ellis arrived and reported on a complaint from a resident on East Library Street about
the recently installed flood lights that were shining into the home. NEMO Electric was contacted to
resolve this issue.

Com. Wilcox received a phone call from Sheriff Mark Nichols to coordinate a meeting on Thursday, June
09, 2011. A time of 10:00 a.m. was set with Moberly Chief of Police Russell Tarr to finalize the Prisoner
Boarding Contract.

11:00 p.m. President Ron Petering and Associate Gary Strack, Shafer, Kline, and Warren, Inc., arrived to
discuss the Kansas City Southern railroad bridge crossings on CR 2580 and CR 2561. Road and Bridge
Supervisor Mike Roger arrived and sat in on the meeting. Mr. Rogers also discussed road maintenance
updates with Commissioners. They discussed a need for removal of noxious weeds along county roads.
The Commission sent a letter of support for the Junior ROTC Program to Assistant Superintendent of
Moberly Schools Gena McCluskey.

Following review, Com. Wilcox made a motion to approve invoices for payment as presented. Com.
Crutchfield seconded, motion passed (2-0), and checks were signed.

1:00 p.m. County Clerk Will Ellis arrived to discuss the County’s contract with Regional Catering
Service.

Com. Wilcox reported on his attendance at Workforce Investment Board training in Jefferson City on
Wednesday, June 1, 2011. This involved the Workforce Investment Act as well as coordination between
county elected officials and Workforce Investment Public Boards.

Com. Crutchfield reported on his and Com. Carter’s attendance at the MoDOT meeting June 1, 2011 at
Moberly High School. Dan Niec, MoDOT District 2 Engineer, presented Director Kevin Keith’s proposed
reorganization plan to restructure the MoDOT system.

Commissioners reported on their attendance on Thursday June 02, 2011, at a Board of Equalization
training seminar in Shelbyville, MO. presented by the State Tax Commission. The Randolph County
Commission was present along with County Clerk Will Ellis, County Assessor Richard Tregnago, and
Ken Tebow, BOE Member.

Com. Wilcox contacted Chris Brown, Legislative Aid for Transportation Issues for Congressman
Luetkemeyer office, requesting the Congressman sign a letter of support for continued funding of the off-
system road bridge replacement program BRO. Mr. Brown indicated that the Congressman would be
signing the letter in support of continued funding for BRO and will forward a copy of the signed letter to
the Commission via e-mail.

Commissioners contacted Lynda Davis at the Prosecuting Attorney Mike Fusselman’s office concerning
proposed Prisoner Boarding Contract. Mrs. Davis would have Prosecutor Fusselman contact the
Commission.

Circuit Clerk Peggy Boots arrived for continued discussion about the proposed record storage
space.

County Clerk Will Ellis arrived to discuss the county’s Chariton Valley phone bill. Further discussion will
be held around 1:00 on Thursday, June 9, 2011.
